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Veterans Day 

Veterans Day gives Americans the opportunity to celebrate the bravery and sacrifice of all U.S. veterans. However, most Americans 
confuse this holiday with Memorial Day, reports the Department of Veterans Affairs. 

What's more, some Americans don't know why we commemorate our Veterans on November 11th. It's imperative that all Americans 
know the history of Veterans Day so that we can honor our former service members properly. 

A Brief History of Veterans Day 
 
Veterans Day, formerly known as Armistice Day, was originally set as a U.S. legal holiday to honor the end of World War I, which 
officially took place on November 11th, 1918. In legislation that was passed in 1938, November 11th was "dedicated to the cause of 
world peace and to be hereafter celebrated and known as 'Armistice Day.'" As such, this new legal holiday honored World War I veter-
ans. 

In 1954, after having been through both World War II and the Korean War, the 83rd U.S. Congress -- at the urging of the veterans ser-
vice organizations -- amended the Act of 1938 by striking out the word "Armistice" and inserting the word "Veterans." With the ap-
proval of this legislation on June 1, 1954, November 11th became a day to honor American veterans of all wars. 

In 1968, the Uniforms Holiday Bill ensured three-day weekends for federal employees by celebrating four national holidays on Mon-
days: Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Veterans Day, and Columbus Day. Under this bill, Veterans Day was moved to the last 
Monday of October. Many states did not agree with this decision and continued to celebrate the holiday on its original date. The first 
Veterans Day under the new law was observed with much confusion on October 25, 1971. 

Finally on September 20, 1975, President Gerald R. Ford signed a law which returned the annual observance of Veterans Day to its 
original date of November 11th, beginning in 1978. Since then, the Veterans Day holiday has been observed on November 11th. 

All Soul’s Day

Ossi di Morto.  If you’re Sicilian, you will recognize the confection as the mainstay of All Soul’s Day.  Along with lentil soup, ossi di 
morto (Bones of the Dead) was something to which we looked forward.  “Bones of the Dead” is a fitting name because the cookies are 
very hard and very dry, and they need a glass of milk or some strong espresso.  If all Soul’s Day fell on a week day, my father would go 
to Ferrara’s in Little Italy on his way home from work to buy the ossi di morto.  My mother had the lentil soup ready and waiting.  My 
sister and I waited with anticipation for his arrival with the box of “bones.”  Of course, we prayed for our loved ones who had died, and 
my father would make a trip to the cemetery, usually on the weekend after All Soul’s Day.  Honestly, neither my sister nor I liked these 
cookies, we would have preferred chocolate chip.  However, my father’s enthusiasm and the fact that he went out of his way to buy 
these cookies touched us.  So, we ate them and drank lots of milk, and we came to understand that my father’s sharing of this tradition 
was quite simply an act of love.
